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Guidelines for the submission of articles

Articles submitted for consideration for publication in this journal should be of interest to campus ministers/chaplains/religious professionals working within the higher education sector, make appropriate contribution to current issues or debates and be of a high standard. Submissions may include comment and debate on current issues, reports on aspects of chaplaincy services and activities, policy matters, research projects, discussions of inter-faith initiatives, reviews of relevant books and the like.

Articles should be 5000 word in length although shorter articles of 2000 words or more will also be considered.

Manuscripts should be submitted electronically using Microsoft Word 2003 or compatible software and sent as an email attachment to the editor.  The document should have reasonable margins (at least 2 cm) and be one-and-a-half or double-spaced. A brief abstract (with key words for indexing purposes) should indicate the central points or main argument of the submitted document. Only minimal formatting should be used:  paragraph indents, section breaks and the like should be avoided. 
Harvard (author-date) referencing is preferred option.  Footnotes, if used at all, should be at the bottom of each relevant page and should be kept to a minimum. Please do not use endnotes. Quotations need to be clear, as any long quotations will be set appropriately in print. All utilised material must be properly cited and referenced, as this is the responsibility of the author and the Journal takes no responsibility for any errors or omissions. We prefer a list of the references cited at the end of your contributed article rather than lengthy citation-orientated footnotes or a long general bibliography. Any diagrams, tables or “graphics” to be included must be no larger than 13x20 centimetres, and these should also be sent to the editor in hard copy. All queries regarding submission format should be directed to the editor.

Submissions will be sent for blind review. Where questions of detail or content arise, these will be discussed with the primary author.
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
